Brief History

The CDA functions its operations & activities, in terms of the Coconut Development Act
No. 46 of 1971, including its subsequent amendments (i.e. Act No. 24 of 1975, amended
[Special Provisions] Act No. 45 of 1984, Act No. 7 of 1986, Act No. 8 of 1986, Act No.
40 of 1987, Supplement amendment issued on 12.05.2003) and the Extraordinary Gazette
Notification No. 69/4 of 31.12.1979.

Accordingly, the CDA has been vested with powers and functions in the industry as it’s
apex body which will provide regulatory powers, supervision, governance, guidelines,
technology, approval of projects & programmes and financial assistance in respect of the
processing, quality control & quality assurance, marketing development & research for
both local & overseas and other affiliated functions including advising the Hon. Minister
in formulating policy matters concerning the industry.

Before establishment of the CDA the Coconut Board was incorporated in terms of the
above Act and later decentralized into three entities namely Coconut Processing Board,
Coir Board and Coconut Marketing Board. The present CDA has been established
incorporation of all three entities in terms of the said Act including subsequent
amendments and the special gazette notification as the apex institution of the industry in
1980.

It also has powers for direct operational functions and responsibilities of supervision,
regulation, development and facilitation of the industry in processing, quality control &
quality assurance and marketing which involves small, medium and large scale of
entrepreneurs and the overall perception of the industry.
