This Act was amended in 1981 by Act No. 76, in 1987 by Act
No. 5 and in 2003 by Act No. 38. As per the Acts, NIPM is the focal p oint I nstitute
responsible for providing training and consultancy services to all categories of personnel
attached to the plantation sector and it is the only organization in the country empowered
to award certificates for those who successfully complete training programmes/academic
courses and confer professional membership to eligible plantation executives. It ensures
a high standard of professional competence of those who work in the Plantation Industry
including the smallholding sector.
